Syllabus

Class:  GEOMETRY

Grade:

The grade for the class is based on a weighted system. The semester work will contribute 85% to the semester grade, and the final exam will contribute 15% to the semester grade. The breakdown for the nine-week grade will be the following:  

Tests - 70% 

Quizzes - 20%
Homework - 10%.
Tests:


1.   Tests will be given after each chapter.

2. A make-up test (due to an absence) can be taken before or after school, at a mutually agreed upon time.

3. Make-up tests/quizzes must be made up within one week of the original test date. This does not apply to individuals with extended absences. These scores will become zero after one week. Unless you are absent on the day of the quiz or test, all students will be required to take tests and quizzes on specified days. 

4. Retakes: Must complete a review packet.  Once packet is complete and corrected, a different version of the test can be taken. The test scores get averaged together

Quizzes:

As a general rule we will have two to three quizzes per chapter.

Homework:

1. Homework will be graded 2-3 times a chapter using an AAC (Assignment Accuracy Check). 

2. AAC’s will be on the same day and over the same sections as a regular quiz

3. All work must be shown for credit

4. Late homework will not be accepted.
